Traffic control by Temporary Obstruction sign  

The use of a sign of the design shown in advance of the works may be permitted, under regulation 53 
of TSRGD, if all the following apply:- 

¶ No alternative method of operation is practicable; 

¶ Other forms of temporary traffic management are not practicable; 

¶ The Street Authority is notified in advance of the expected use of 
this measure and does not object; 

¶ Traffic is not delayed for longer than 15 minutes at any one time and there is at least one hour 
between such delays; 

¶ The ótemporary obstructionô sign is placed within sight of the obstruction (where it provides 
information on the maximum duration of the delay) and/or placed at a suitable position to enable 
road users to find a alternative route; and 

¶ The activities and the method of operation are such that operatives can reopen the road 
immediately for emergency purposes or on request from an appropriate authority.
